There are 3 basic ways to get to Internet Web sites/pages:

1. Type in known addresses in the Address box of your browser
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2. Browse by subject through collections of web sites/pages using web directories, such as the Google directory (http://www.google.com/dirhp). 
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3. Search by keyword on the web at large for web sites/pages using search engines (http://www.google.com/)
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Deciding Which Method to Use

	You know the Web address of the Web site you want to go to
	# 1 Above—Address Bar

Simply type the URL (Web address) into the Internet browser’s address bar.

	You are looking for general information about something
	#2 Above—Web Directory

Start at a likely subject topic and continue, “drilling” down through the directory until you find the information area of interest to you.

You may find something specific that you want more information about, then you can use a search engine to find more information related to the topic you discovered in your directory search.

From the Google subtopic, News / Current Events

Click on  Analysis and Opinion
Click on Magazines and E-zines   


	You are looking for something specific
	#3 Above—Web Search Engine

Try to think of the most specific terms you can for what you are looking for, and enter the words in the search engine. 
If you are searching for a phrase, you may get better results if you add parentheses around it.

Microsoft Internet Explorer Favorites
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To add a page to your list of favorite pages

· Go to the page that you want to add to your Favorites list. 

· On the Favorites menu, click Add to Favorites. 

· Type a new name for the page if you want to. 

Notes:

To open one of your favorite pages, on the Favorites menu, click the page you want to open. 

As your list of favorite pages grows, you can organize them by moving them into subfolders. (see below)

Advanced Favorites Skill: To organize your favorite pages into folders

As your list of favorite pages grows, you can keep it organized by creating folders. You might want to organize your pages by topic. For example, you could create a folder named Art for storing information about art exhibits and reviews.

· On the Favorites menu, click Organize Favorites. 

· Click Create Folder, type a name for the folder, and then press ENTER. 

· Drag the shortcuts (or folders) in the list to the appropriate folders. 

· If the number of shortcuts or folders makes dragging impractical, you can use the Move to Folder button instead. 
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
