Reading About the Project

What is the Peer Support Network? 

The Peer Support Network is a project designed to bring adult learners together to share experiences and support. Peer Network Leaders are students who have been successful working in the adult basic education program and have made progress in achieving their goals. The Network provides opportunities for leaders to gain skills that can be used to help other students in the program.

Orientation and Training

Orientation and training are part of the program. All Peer Leaders will participate in an orientation meeting and online training that will introduce the program, leadership skills and the group project. The online training will include reading, writing and special activities.

Peer Support Network 2005 Project

The project for the 2005 school year will be a newsletter. A program newsletter can help connect all the ABE classes, students, and teachers by providing a way to share ideas and experiences. The first newsletter will introduce the Peer Support Network and this year’s student leaders. Part of the work of the peer leaders will be to explore different ways that the Network can support other students in the program.  

What can the Peer Support Network do?

Some support projects developed by other peer programs across the country include peer tutoring and study groups, student councils, peer mentoring projects, and special events, to list a few. The job of the network will be to understand the barriers students face as adult learners and to develop a variety of ideas to help students succeed. To begin this process Module 1 /Follow Up activity will be a brainstorming exercise to suggest ways the Peer Support Network and student leaders can assist other students in the program.
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
