Try Out some basic calculations below:

Basic Calculations
The following examples are basic calculations such as: addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division.  Use each of the following problems to become familiar with basic calculations.

Always press the ON or AC button before starting calculations.

Example 1:          12    -    4   +   8  =
    Enter the following:  12  -   4   +    8      =            ( Correct answer is 16)
Example 2:          4  x   5  +   6  -  2   =
    Enter the following:  4   x   5   +  6   - 2   =          (Correct answer is 24)
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
