Using the Map

. The map reflects the outcome of 2000 election. Red states indicate a win by the Republican candidate and blue states a win by the Democratic candidate.

. Click on the 2004 tab at the top of the page, then click on any state to see how a win in that state will affect the outcome of the 2004 election. The tally boxes below the map will change each time you click on a state. The yellow lines in the tally boxes indicate the 270 electoral votes needed to win.

. Click on "View Election Trends" at the bottom of the page to learn more about the historical voting histories and interesting facts for each state. 

What Is a Swing State?
